GENERAL PRINCIPLES

PRINCIPII GENERALE

1. GENERAL CONDITIONS

The Romanian Federation Of Motorsport organizes in
2018 the following competitions which are property
of FRAS regulated by the International Sporting Code
of FIA (CODE) together with its appendixes and the
present regulation.

DUNLOP NATIONAL HISTORIC RALLY CHAMPIONSHIP
2018 (CNRI-2018).

All CNRI rounds may be organized both separate and
within a CNRD-2018 stage.

1. CONDITII GENERALE

Federatia Romana de Automobilism  Sportiv
organizeaza Tn anul 2018 urmatoarele competitii
sportive, care sunt proprietatea FRAS , reglementate
de prezentul Regulament, de Codul Sportiv
International al FIA (Codul), de anexele acestuia.
Campionatul National de Raliuri ISTORICE Dunlop 2018
(CNRI 2018). Primeaza prezentul regulament.

Etapele din ,CNRI” se organizeaza concomitent cu o
etapda de CNRD-2018, dar pot fi si etape distincte
(separate).

1.1 APPLICATION
1.1.1 Only the FRAS may grant waivers to these
regulations.

Any breach of these regulations will be reported to
the Stewards, who may impose a penalty as in Articles
12.2 and 12.3 of the International Sporting Code. Any
case not provided for in the regulations will be
studied by the Stewards, who alone have the power
to make decisions (Art. 11.9 of the Code).

1.1.2 The clerk of the course is charged with the
application - of - these -regulations - and- the rally
supplementary regulations before and during the
running of the rally. He must inform the Stewards of
any important incidents that have occurred which
require the application of these regulations or the
rally supplementary regulations.

1.1.3 Anything that is not expressly authorised by
these regulations is forbidden.

1.1 APLICARE

1.1.2 Directorul Sportiv este responsabil cu aplicarea
acestui regulament si al regulamentului particular al
raliului inainte si in- timpul desfasurarii raliului. El
trebuie sa informeze Comisarii Sportivi despre orice
incident important aparut, care necesita aplicarea
acestui regulament sau a regulamentului particular.

1.1.3 Tot ce nu este autorizat in mod expres in acest
regulament este interzis.

1.2 OFFICIAL LANGUAGE

1.2.1

The various documents, and in particular the
supplementary regulations and any bulletins, must be
written at least in Romanian. The documents written
in other languages remain at the discretion and
responsibility of the organiser.

Regarding the competitions which take part in
European Rally Championships, Cups or Trophies also,
the documents will be issued in English and
Romanian. In case of any dispute, the English text will
prevail.

1.2 LIMBA OFICIALA

1.2.1

Diversele documente, in mod special regulamentele
particulare si buletinele, trebuie redactate cel putin in
limba Romana. Documentele redactate in alte limbi
sunt la discretia si responsabilitatea organizatorului.

1.3 INTERPRETATION
Should any dispute arise as to the interpretation of
these regulations, only FRAS has the authority to

1.4 DATE OF APPLICATION
These regulations come into force on 01 January
2018.

1.4 VALABILITATE
Aceste regulamente sunt valabile incepand cu data de
01 lanuarie 2018.

2. DEFINITIONS

2.1 BEGINNING OF THE RALLY

The rally begins on the day of administrative checks or
reconnaissance (whichever is the earlier).The
competition element of the rally begins at the first
time control.

2.2 BULLETIN

Official written document intended to modify, clarify
or complete the supplementary regulations of the
rally as detailed in Appendix II.

2.3 COMMUNICATION

Official written document of an informative nature
which may be issued by either the clerk of the course,
the organizers or the Stewards.

2.4 CONTROL AREAS

The area between the first yellow warning sign and
the final beige sign with three transverse stripes is
considered as the control area.

2.5 CREW

A crew is made of two persons on board each car
nominated as driver and co-driver. Both members of
the crew can drive on road sections.

Both members of the crew may drive on liason
sections.

Unless an injured person must be transported, if this
is possible and if the situation asks for it, the access of
any other persons besides the crew members inside
the car is strictly forbidden under the penalty of
exclusion from the competition.

2.5.1 Crew members which take part in the Dunlop
National Historic Rally Championship 2018 must have
sports licenses issued by FRAS, available for the
respective year.

Drivers and co-drivers who can be accepted are
Romanian residents or non-residents, citizens of a EU
member state, with a valid FRAS sports license, valid
for the current competition.

2. DEFINITHI

2.1 INCEPEREA RALIULUI

Raliul incepe in ziua verificarilor administrative sau a
recunoasterilor (in functie de cea care primeaza).
Elementele competitive ale raliului incep cu primul
control orar.

2.2 BULETIN

Document oficial scris cu intentia de a modifica,
clarifica sau completa regulamentul particular al
raliului, dupa cum se precizeaza in Anexa Il.

2.3 COMUNICAT

Document oficial scris, de natura informativa care
poate fi emis fie de catre Directorul Sportiv sau
Organizatoric fie de catre Comisarii Sportivi.

2.4 ZONA DE CONTROL

Zona cuprinsa intre primul panou galben de avertizare
si ultimul panou bej cu trei dungi transversale este
considerata zona de control.

2.5 ECHIPAIJ

Un echipaj este format din doua persoane la bordul
fiecarui automobil de raliu, nominalizate ca pilot si
copilot.

Ambii membri ai echipajului pot conduce pe sectoarele
de legatura.

Cu exceptia transportarii unei persoane ranite, daca
acest lucru este posibil si daca situatia o impune, in
afara membrilor echipajului este interzisa admiterea
oricarei alte persoane la bordul automobilului de
competitii, sub sanctiunea excluderii din competitie.
2.5.1 Membrii echipajelor care participa in
Campionatul National de Raliuri ISTORICE — Dunlop
2018 trebuie sa fie posesori ai Licentelor de sportiv
eliberate de catre Federatia Romana de Automobilism
Sportiv, valabile pe anul in curs pentru raliu.

Sunt admisi piloti si copiloti - rezidenti romani sau
nerezidenti, cetateni ai unui stat membru al Uniunii
Europene - care poseda licenta FRAS valabila pentru
competitia respectiva.

2.6 PROHIBITED SERVICE

The use or receipt by the crew of any manufactured
materials (solid or liquid, unless if supplied by the
organisers), spare parts, tools or equipment other
than those carried in the competing car or the
presence of team personnel as defined in these
regulations.

2.6 SERVICE INTERZIS

Se considera service interzis utilizarea sau primirea de
catre echipaj a oricaror materiale fabricate (solide sau
lichide, cu exceptia celor furnizate de organizatori), a
pieselor de schimb, a uneltelor sau echipamentelor,
altele decat cele transportate in automobilul de
competitie precum si prezenta personalului echipei
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conform definitiilor din prezentul regulament.

2.7 RECONNAISSANCE 2.7 RECUNOASTERI

The presence on a special stage in any way | Este definitd ca recunoastere prezenta, in orice

whatsoever of a driver and / or co-drivers at any time
or of any non-priority crew member intending to
enter a rally after the announcement of the itinerary.
2.8 REGROUP

A stop scheduled by the organisers under parc fermé
conditions having a time control at the entrance and
exit to enable the schedule to be followed and/or to
regroup the cars still in the rally. The stopping time
may vary from crew to crew.

2.9 ROAD SECTION

The parts of an itinerary which are not used for
special stages.

2.10 SECTION OF THE RALLY

Each part of the rally separated by a regroup.

2.11 SERVICE

Service is considered any work on a competition car
except where limited in these regulations.

2.12 SUPER SPECIAL STAGE

Any variation from the running of a special stage as
described in these regulations and detailed in the rally
supplementary regulations and/or a special stage
designed for spectator viewing with the possibility of
having more than one car starting at the same time.

2.13 TIME CARD
A card intended for the entry of times recorded at the
different control points scheduled on the itinerary.

2.14 TECHNICAL ZONE

A zone separated by two time controls for the
purpose of carrying out technical checks by the
scrutineers.

2.15 YELLOW CARD

A serious lack of spectator safety in rallies may lead to
a yellow card being given by the Rally Commission to
an event organiser who has committed such an
offence. After two vyellow cards within two

2.8 REGUPARE

Oprire prevazuta de organizatori, in regim de parc
inchis, cu un control orar la intrare si unul la iesire,
care are rolul de a permite respectarea programului
si/sau regruparea automobilelor rdmase in competitie.
Perioada de oprire poate varia de la un echipaj la altul.
2.9 SECTOR DE LEGATURA

Parte a traseului care nu este folosita pentru probele
speciale.

2.10 SECTIUNE

Fiecare parte a raliului separata de o regrupare.

2.11 SERVICE

Este considerat service orice interventie (lucru) la
masina cu exceptia cazurilor stipulate fin acest
regulament.

2.12 PROBA SUPER SPECIALA

Orice proba speciald ale carei reguli de desfasurare
difera de cele prevazute in prezentul regulament si
sunt detaliate Tn regulamentul particular si/sau o
proba speciald conceputa special pentru spectatori cu
posibilitatea de a avea mai mult de o masina la start in
acelasi timp.

2.13 CARNET DE CONTROL

Carnet folosit pentru Tnscrierea timpilor Tnregistrati in
diversele puncte de control prevazute pe traseul
raliului.

2.14 ZONA TEHNICA

Zona delimitata de doua posturi de control orar in care
comisarii tehnici au posibilitatea de a efectua verificari
tehnice.

2.15 CARTONAS GALBEN

Pentru probleme grave de securitate la raliuri Comisia
de Raliuri poate aplica un cartonas galben unui
organizator care a comis aceasta abatere. Dupa 2
cartonase galbene acumulate in 2 ani consecutivi,

consecutive years, a penalty will be given by the Rally | organizatorul va fi penalizat de catre Comisia de

OFFICIALS OFICIALI

3. OFFICIALS AND DELEGATES 3. OFICIALI SI DELEGATI

3.1 STEWARDS 3.1 COMISARII SPORTIVI

The panel of stewards (the Stewards) shall always
comprise three members.
The Stewards are proposed by the Central Committee

Colegiul Comisarilor Sportivi (CCS-ul) este intotdeauna
compus din trei membri. Comisarii Sportivi ai unui raliu
sunt propusi de Comisia Centralda de Arbitri Biroului
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of Referees of the Executive Office of FRAS which
approves the Panel’s componence and establishes its
President.

There must be a permanent communication link
between the Stewards and the clerk of the course.
During the running of the rally at least one of the
Stewards must be in the vicinity of the rally HQ.

3.2 FRAS DELEGATES

The following delegates may be appointed by the
FRAS and each of them will draw up a report covering
his/her responsibilities at the rally:

3.2.1 FRAS Sporting delegate. The President or
Vicepresident of the Rally Comission and/or the
FRAS Sports Director

The President of the Rally Comission or the FRAS
Sports Director will liaise with the clerk of the course
and all other appointed FRAS delegates on the
Officials List with every rights and obligations towards
FRAS or the organizers, without being on the payment
list.

3.2.2 FRAS Technical Delegate(s)

The FRAS Technical Delegate(s) will liaise with the
clerk of the course and will be the chief scrutineer
responsible for all technical matters.

3.2.3 FRAS Safety delegate

The FRAS Safety delegate is specifically responsible for
monitoring the safety of the public and media. He has
the power to delay the start of a special stage by a
maximum of 30 minutes if he considers that the
safety conditions are not satisfactory.

3.2.4 FRAS Media delegate

The FRAS Media delegate will be in charge of all the
media matters including pre-rally and post rally FIA
Press Conferences.

3.2.5 FRAS Medical delegate

The FRAS Medical delegate will liaise with the (rally)
chief medical officer regarding all medical aspects
including any pre-rally briefings.

3.2.6 FRAS Observer(s)

The FRAS Observer(s) will review all aspects of the
rally and complete the appropriate FIA report form.
The FRAS Observer(s) will review all aspects of the
rally and complete the appropriate FRAS report form,
in which all organizing aspects will be presented. He
will be informed of all decisions and how they may
have an impact on the results and classifications of
that specific round. Based on the points received for
each rally, a championship classification will be
established. In case any new projects occur for new

3.2 DELEGATI FRAS

Urmatorii delegati pot fi numiti de FRAS si fiecare
dintre ei va intocmi un raport cu privire la aspectele
acoperite de responsabilitatile sale din timpul raliului:
3.2.1 Delegatul Sportiv FRAS. Presedintele sau
vicepresedintele Comisiei de Raliuri si/sau Directorul
Sportiv FRAS.

Presedintele Comisiei de Raliuri sau Directorul Sportiv
FRAS va figura in dispozitivul de oficiali cu toate
drepturile si obligatiile ce revin atat acestuia cat si
organizatorului, fara insa a figura pe statul de plata.

3.2.2 Delegatul Tehnic FRAS

Delegatul Tehnic FRAS va fi Seful Comisarilor Tehnici,
responsabil pentru toate aspectele tehnice si va tine
legatura cu Directorul Sportiv.

3.2.3 Delegatul Securitate FRAS

Delegatul Securitate FRAS este responsabil in special
cu monitorizarea sigurantei publicului si a media. Are
puterea sa amane startul unei probe speciale cu
maxim 30 de minute Tn cazul Tn care apreciaza ca
conditiile de securitate nu sunt satisfacatoare.

3.2.4 Delegatul Media FRAS

Delegatul Media FRAS este responsabil cu toate
aspectele referitoare la media inclusiv confernitele de
presa pre si post raliu.

3.2.5 Delegatul Medical FRAS

Delegatul Medical FRAS va colabora cu Medicul Sef al
raliului Tn privinta tuturor aspectelor medicale inclusiv
briefingul dinaintea raliului.

3.2.6 Observatorul FRAS

Observatorul FRAS va inspecta si verifica toate
aspectele raliului si va completa un raport in care sunt
evidentiate toate aspectele referitoare la organizarea
raliului. Va fi informat despre toate deciziile, care prin
efectul acestora se modifica rezultatele sau
clasamentul etapei respective.
Tn urma punctajelor obtinute de citre fiecare raliu, se
va intocmi un clasament al campionatului.

n cazul aparitiei unor proiecte noi de etape sau daci
se va pune problema reduceri numarului de etape,
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rounds or if some rounds need to be eliminated, the
last two qualified rallies will be replaced. For severe
non-compliance to the Organizer’s Handbook or the
Collaboration Contract between FRAS and the
Organizer, the Federal Council can eliminate, suspend
or replace in any moment the Organizing Permit of
any organizer, based on a report issued by the Rally
Comission.

3.3 COMPETITORS’ RELATIONS OFFICER(S) (CRO)

The principal duty of the CRO is to provide
information or clarifications in connection with the
regulations and the running of the rally to the
competitors/crews. There must be at least one at
each rally. They must be easily identifiable by the
competitors/crews and shall be present according to
the CRO schedule.

5. CHAMPIONSHIP REQUIREMENTS

5.1 ATTRIBUTION OF POINTS

5.1.1 Attribution of championship points

For each Championship title, points will be awarded
for each rally taking into account the general
classification according to the following scale:

5.1.2 Bonus points (general ranking) as per the
following scale may be awarded according to the
classification of each Leg. In order for bonus points to
be awarded, each Leg must comprise a minimum of
25% of the total length of special stages.

Locul 3 5 puncte
Locul 4 4 puncte
Locul 5 3 puncte
Locul 6 2 puncte
Locul 7 1 punct

To be eligible for bonus points, the car must remain in
the parc fermé at the end of the Leg.

5.1.3 For the FIA General Ranking additional points as
per the following scale will be awarded according to
the classification of the ‘Power Stage’ as in Art 9.3.

5. FORMATUL CAMPIONATULUI

5.1.4 Attribution of reduced points

Should one of the rallies counting towards a
Championship or Cup not be able to be run in its
entirety, the points shall be awarded based on the
established classification.

- full points if more than 50% of the scheduled length
of special stages has been run,

- half points being awarded if between 25% and 50%
of the scheduled length of special stages has been run.
- No points will be awarded if less than 25% of the
scheduled length of special stages has been run.

This is applicable to championship and bonus points
5.2 NUMBER OF RESULTS FOR THE FINAL
CHAMPIONSHIP CLASSIFICATION

5.2.1 For establishing the final individual rankings of
CNRI 2018 Championship Clasification, the number of
rounds taken into consideration will be Na+Nm, where
Na are the number of rounds on tarmac and Nm are
the number of rounds on gravel. If a round is
cancelled, the N-1 rule will no longer apply and all
rounds will count in the classification. The driver and
the co-driver having totalled the highest number of
points will be declared the relevant champion/winner.
5.2.2 The best result in Na-1 + best result in Nm-1 will
be considered, regardless if the crew participated or
notin all rounds.

5.2.3 NUMBER OF CHAMPIONSHIP RALLIES

Dunlop National Historic Rally Championship 2018 will
consist of 7 rallies.

5.1.4 Punctaj redus

5.2 NUMARUL DE REZULTATE LUATE iN CALCUL

1. The driver who ran the oldest car (according

to art. 3 of Appendix K) will be the winner. If a
driver uses more than one competition
vehicle, then when deciding on the age the car
with most points will be considered
(Scrutineering Stewards will handle any
debate on the vehicle’s age)

2. |If the tight persists, the specific drivers will be
placed on the same position.

FRAS may refuse awarding the title in case of too
few presences.
In order to establish the final classifications of the
championship, the rules which will. separate crews
with a similar number of points will be:

7.1.1 According to the greater number of first places,
then second places, then third places, etc., achieved in
the final classifications on their respective
Championship, counting only those rallies which have
served to make up their points total;

7.1.2 According to the greater number of highest
places achieved in the final classifications on their
respective Championship, counting only those rallies
in which each of the drivers and co-drivers concerned
have taken part, one 11th place being worth more
than any number of 12th places, one 12th place being
worth more than any number of 13rd places etc.

7.1.3 In the event of a further tie, the FRAS itself will
decide the winner and decide between any other tying
drivers and co-drivers, on the basis of whatever other
considerations it thinks appropriate.

However, for the use of
limited sections of asphalt on gravel stages or vice
versa, a waiver request may be sent to the FIA.

9.1.2 The total distance of the special stages shall be
120 Km minimum

- There shall be no single special stage minimum or
maximum distance. However, there shall be no more
than 60 83 km of special stages between visits to
service parks or tyre fitting zones.

- No one stage or part of a stage may be run more
than three in a rally, super special stages excluded.

9.2 PROGRAMMIE FOR THE RALLIES

Other than respecting the following criteria, organisers
are encouraged . to  .evolve their own rally
characteristics and may devise their own rally
programme/itinerary.

9.2.2 The competitive part of the rally will take place
over 1.5 days. Any modification of this format can be
done only with FRAS and Rally Commission approval.

9.2.3 The reconnaissance itinerary must contain only
Thursday and Friday for CNRI.
The reconnaissance for Superspecial Stage will be:
- Free of any restrictions, with respecting the
traffic legislation
- Free of restrictions, by foot
- Pace notes will be provided to the crews,
which will be done by a designated crew
- During a schedule, with the car (even the
competition car), if possible
9.2.4 The schedule for rallies included in the FIA
calender will be established according to the FIA RRSR
regulations. Any request to modify the schedule must
be well stated (with arguments) by the organizer and
approved by FRAS and the Rally Commission.

9.3 POWER STAGE

During every Dunlop National Historic Rally
Championship 2018 the organizers must include a
special stage called Power Stage, with the purpose of
advertising the event through media.

9.3.2 Characteristics

This stage must:

- Be the last stage of the rally.

- Be run at a time in agreement with FRAS;

- Be run as a stage of the event for all classified
competitors;

- Be representative of the rally;

- Be of a distance of at least 6 km;

- Be chosen in consultation with and after the approval
of FRAS Rally Comission.

9.3.3 Details of the running of the stage must be
included in the Supplementary regulations.

9.3.4 Attribution of ‘Power Stage’ points.

Points will be awarded according to the scale as
described in Art. 5.1.3.

For the purpose of allocating points, the Power Stage
Classification shall be calculated using the stage time
plus any other time penalty accrued on this stage,
including any false start penalty.

To score points, a driver must be classified in the Final
Official Classification of the rally.

If the Power Stage is definitely stopped before all
competitors run it, no bonus points will be provided
for the Power Stage.

9.4 PRESS CONFERENCES

9.4.1 Pre-rally Press Conference

At each Championship rally, a maximum of 6
drivers/co-drivers/team personnel will be selected by
the Media delegate to attend a press conference. This
will take place in the media centre at a time agreed
between the organiser and the Media delegate, as
detailed in the supplementary regulations.

9.4.2 Post-rally Press Conference

The top 3 crews must attend a press conference to
take place in the media centre after the finish of each
Championship rally. In order to increase the media
coverage the Organizers are urged to include in the
program the following aspects:

9.4.3 ‘Meet the Crews’

At the end of the shakedown and of each section
before an overnight regroup, the top 3 drivers
classified must attend a ‘Meet the Crews’ session for

Furthermore, on the special stages, the organisers
may erect barriers or any other hindrances where they
believe competitors have deviated from the roadway
during reconnaissance or the first running of the
stages.

10.3 TIME CARDS

- Submitting the time card at the controls and for the
accuracy of the entries.

14.6 RESTRICTIONS ON ADVERTISING

38), they may only be moved by crews and officials; at
all other times anyone may push a car by hand. Other
than under its own power and by hand, any other
manner of moving a car is prohibited or as otherwise
permitted in these Regulations.

16.1.3 Crews must always drive in the direction of the
special stage (exception solely when effecting a turn
around).

16.1.4 On a road section that is a public road, a
competition car may only be driven on four freely
rotating wheels and tyres. Any infringements will be
reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty.

16.2 DURING RECONNAISSANCE

16.4.2 In the case of an infringement of the traffic laws
committed by a crew participating in the rally, the
police officers or officials having noted the
infringement must inform the offender thereof, in the
same way as for normal road users.

21.4.5 Shakedown stage
It is not mandatory to include shakedown in the
reconnaissance schedule. Shakedown is considered as
a special event. At least a “0”car and a “S1”/
“S2”security car must go through the route. The clerk
of the course or a deputy must control the
shakedown’s development.
The co-driver’'s seat can be taken during the
shakedown by anyone above 18, based on a signed
declaration, together with a copy of the ID. The form
must be approved by the Clerk of the Course.
In order to allow different specific adjustments for the
competition cars, the Shakedown timetable will be
established as follows:

21.4.6 Number of persons
During each passage through a special stage, only the
crew is permitted in the car.

During the competition the officials inside the
secretariat can request additional documents
verifications. The competitors must have the above-
stated documents at all times with them or in the
service park. The absence, non-declaration or non-
compliance of these documents during spontaneous
controls at the specific round will be penalized with a
fee of at least 100 EUR at the specific competition,
going up to exclusion, requested by the Clerk of the
Course.

22.1.2 Cars may be presented at scrutineering by a
representative of the team unless otherwise detailed
in supplementary regulations. The organisers may
schedule scrutineering as an opportunity to present
crews and their cars to the public. In this case, all crew
members shall attend scrutineering according to a
time window announced in the supplementary
regulations or via a bulletin issued by the organisers.

22.1.3 At scrutineering, competitors must present all
items of their equipment at their first CNRI 2018
round.

The presentation of their equipment at the following
rounds is no longer mandatory (if the supplementary
regulations does not say otherwise), except when a
part of the equipment is replaced.

The supplementary regulations or a bulletin issued by
the organizer or Clerk of the Course may request
verifications of the clothing, helmets, HANS etc. during
the initial scrutineering.

An individual file with details about the crew’s
equipment will be completed and sent to the FRAS
scrutineering commission, by the end of the closing of
entries of the first round where the competitor
participates.

At the scrutineering racing cars must comply with the
Technical Passport and the FIA homologation form.
The crews that don’t present the race car’s Technical
Passport filled and signed will not be admitted.

22.2 TIMETABLE

A timetable for sealing components and checking the
weight of cars and initial scrutineering shall be issued
in the supplementary regulations or in a bulletin.

22.2.1-The delay for initial scrutineering will be
penalized as follows:

24. FINAL CHECKS

24.1 FINAL PARC FERME

After finish formalities, cars must be placed in a parc
fermé where they shall remain until released by the
Stewards.

24.2 SELECTION OF CARS

Post-rally scrutineering involving the dismantling of a
car may be carried out either at the discretion of the
Stewards or following a protest or upon the
recommendation of the clerk of the course to the
Stewards.

24.3 HOMOLOGATION FORM

The complete original FIA homologation form and
other necessary certifications must be available for
final checks. For regional cars the corresponding
original ASN documents must be available.

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25. SHAKEDOWN REQUIREMENTS

25.1 GENERAL

A shakedown stage may be organised with the
purpose of being both a media and promotional
opportunity and for competitors to trial their cars. It is
optional for the organiser to include the shakedown in
the rally programme.

25.2 RUNNING OF SHAKEDOWN

25.2.1 The shakedown stage shall be run as if it were a
stage run during the rally and include all the
appropriate safety measures.

25.2.2 The shakedown stage may be run using a super
special stage or part of a stage of the itinerary of the
rally.

25.2.3 For the application of Art. 21.3, the shakedown
is considered to be part of reconnaissance.

25.2.4 The surface of the shakedown should be the
same as the surface of the majority of the special
stages.

25.3 DISCLAIMER

Any passenger on board the car during shakedown
who is not entered for the rally must have signed a
disclaimer provided by the organiser.

25.4 TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

Before the shakedown the cars must pass
scrutineering. For applicable cars, the engine block,
the complete transmission and the mechanical parts
mentioned in these regulations must be sealed.

25.5 BREAKDOWN DURING SHAKEDOWN

A competitor whose car breaks down during the
shakedown shall nevertheless be required to attend
the ceremonial start.

25.6 EQUIPMENT OF DRIVER AND PASSENGER ON
BOARD

During the shakedown, any person on board must
wear a homologated crash helmet, all required safety
clothing and equipment in compliance with Appendix L
Chapter Il - Drivers’ Equipment and have their safety
harness correctly fastened. Any infringement will be
penalised.

25.7 SERVICE DURING SHAKEDOWN

Service may be carried out only in the main service
park, unless otherwise permitted in the
supplementary regulations of the rally.

All controls, i.e. passage and time controls, start and
finish of special stages, regrouping shall be indicated
by means of FlIA-approved standardised signs
complying with the drawings and distances in
Appendix I.

27.2 PROTECTIVE BARRIERS

An area of at least 5 m both before and after a control
shall be protected by barriers on both sides of the
road to enable control duties to be carried out.

27.3 STOPPING TIME IN CONTROL AREAS
The stopping time within any control area is limited to
the time necessary for carrying out control operations.

27.4 READINESS TO WORK

27.4.1 Controls shall be ready to function at least 30
minutes before the target time for the passage of the
first competing car.

27.4.2 Unless the clerk of the course decides
otherwise, they will cease to operate 15 minutes plus
maximum lateness time after the due time of arrival of
the last competing car.

27.5 SEQUENCE OF CONTROLS AND DIRECTION

27.5.1 Crews must check in in the correct sequence of
controls and in the direction of the rally route.

27.5.2 It is prohibited to re-enter a control area.

27.6 MARSHALS' INSTRUCTIONS

27.6.1 Crews are obliged to follow the instructions of
the marshals of any control. Failure to do so will be
reported to the Stewards.

27.6.2 All control officials must be identifiable. At each
control, the chief official must wear a distinctive
tabard.

27.7 MEDIA ZONES (WHEN APPLICABLE)

A barriered media zone will be established prior to the
yellow time control board at service parks, remote
services or regroup parks and within the holding park
before the podium procedure at the finish. Access to
this media zone shall be limited to personnel holding
the appropriate pass. Organisers may plan the
itinerary and time schedule such that crews are
expected to spend a minimum of 15 minutes in the
media zone.

27.8 ON-BOARD CAMERA DATA EXCHANGE AND
CAMERA MAINTENACE POINTS

The organisers may establish on-board camera (OBC)

29.2.3 The actual timing and entry of the time on the
time card may only be carried out if the two crew
members and the car are in the control area and
within the immediate vicinity of the control table.
29.2.4 The check-in time shall correspond to the exact
moment at which one of the crew members hands the
time card to the appropriate marshal.

29.2.5 Then, either by hand or by means of a print-out
device, the appropriate marshal shall mark on the card
the actual time at which the card was handed in, and
nothing else.

29.2.6 The check-in time is the time obtained by
adding the target time to the special stage start time
or the previous TC time, these times being expressed
to the minute.

29.2.7 The check-in time is the responsibility of the
crews alone, who may consult the official clock on the
control table. The marshals may not give them any

29.2.10 Any difference between the actual check-in
time and the target check-in time shall be penalised as
follows:

a) For late arrival: 10 seconds per minute or fraction of
a minute.

29.2.11 Provided that it has been stated in the
supplementary regulations of the rally or is indicated
in a later bulletin, the organisers may authorise crews
to check in before time without incurring any penalty.
29.2.12 If it is found that a crew has not observed the
rules for the check-in procedure, the chief marshal at
the control must make this the subject of a written
report to be sent immediately to the clerk of the
course.

29.2.13 At the discretion of the clerk of the course, a
crew which has been penalised for early arrival may be
neutralised for the amount of time necessary for it to
leave at the time originally envisaged.

29.3 TIME CONTROL FOLLOWED BY A SPECIAL STAGE
When a time control is followed by a start control for a
special stage, the following procedure shall be applied:

29.3.1 At the time control at the finish of a road
section, the appropriate marshal will enter on the time
card both the check-in time of the crew and its
provisional stage start time. There must be a 3-minute
gap to allow the crew to prepare for the stage start
and come to the start line.

29.3.2 If two or more crews check in on the same
minute, their provisional start times for that special
stage shall be in the order of their relative arrival times
at the preceding time control. If the arrival times at
the preceding time control are the same, then the
times at the time control previous to that one will be
taken into account, and so on.

29.3.3 Having checked in at the time control, the
competing car shall be driven to the start control of

the special stage from where the crew shall start

informatie cu privire la acest timp.

Any lateness exceeding 15 minutes of any individual
target time (between two successive controls or at the
start of a section) or an accumulative lateness
exceeding 30 minutes at the end of each section or of
a leg will result in the competitor concerned being
removed from the classification by the clerk of the
course. The crew may nevertheless re-start the rally
under the provisions specified for the relevant
Championship, if applicable. In calculating such
lateness, the actual time and not the penalty time (10
seconds per minute) applies.

30.2 EARLY ARRIVAL

Early arrival shall under no circumstances permit
crews to reduce the lateness.

30.3 NOTIFICATION OF LATENESS

Exceeding the maximum permitted lateness may only
be announced at the end of a section.

31. REGROUPING CONTROLS

31.1 PROCEDURE AT A REGROUP

31.1.1 On arrival at regrouping controls, crews will
receive instructions concerning their starting time.
They must then drive their car as directed by marshals.
Afterwards the engines must be stopped and the crew
must leave the parc fermé.

31.1.2 All crews must be prepared to be present for up
to 5 minutes in an autograph zone, organised adjacent
to the TC and accessible to the public.

31.1.3 When a regroup does not exceed 15 minutes,
crews may remain in this regroup.

31.2 EXIT FROM A REGROUP

After a regroup during a Leg, the cars shall restart in
the order of arrival at the regroup.

30. INTARZIERE

30.1 INTARZIEREA MAXIMA ADMISA

33. SPECIAL STAGE START

33.1 START POINT

Special stages commence from a standing start, with
the car placed on the starting line.

33.2 START PROCEDURE

33.2.1 The electronic start procedure shall be clearly
visible to the crew from the start line and may be
displayed as a countdown clock and/or a sequential
light system or a regular functioning digital watch. In
either case the system must be described in the rally
supplementary regulations.

33.2.2 The electronic start procedure may be coupled
to a device to detect and record if a car leaves the
start line ahead of the correct signal (false start). This
device should be 40 cm after the start line.

33.3 MANUAL START PROCEDURE

In the event of having to use a manual start procedure
after handing the time card back to the crew, the start
marshal will count down aloud: 30" - 15" - 10" and the
last five seconds one by one. When the last 5 seconds
have elapsed, the starting signal shall be given.

33.4 DELAYED START THROUGH FAULT OF CREW
33.4.1 In the event of a start delayed through a fault
of the crew, the marshal will enter a new time on the
time card, the penalty then being 1 minute per minute
or fraction of a minute late.

33.4.2 Any crew refusing to start a special stage at the
time allocated to it will be reported to the Stewards,
whether the special stage is run or not.

33.4.3 Any car not able to start from the start line
within 20 seconds after the start signal will be
considered as retired and immediately moved to a
safe place. This car will be allowed to re-start on the
next day as per Art.42.

33.5 DELAY OF A SPECIAL STAGE

When the running of a stage has been delayed for
more than 20 minutes, the spectators must be advised
that the stage is about to recommence before the
passage of the next competing car. Alternatively the
stage shall be stopped.

33.6 FALSE START

A false start, particularly one made before the signal

The
area between the Flying Finish and the stop line
should be free from bends, sharp or deceptive
corners, or hazards such as gates or any dangerous
obstacles. Stopping between the yellow warning sign
and the stop sign is forbidden and will be reported to
the Stewards. Timing will be recorded at the finish
line, using electronic beams, and be backed up by
stopwatches. The timekeepers must be positioned
level with the finish line, indicated by the sign bearing
a chequered flag on a red background.

34.2 STOP POINT

The crew must report to the stop point indicated by a
red "STOP" sign to have .its finishing time entered on
the time card (hour, minute, second, tenth of a second
and, when applicable, thousandth of a second). If the
timekeepers cannot give the exact finishing time to
the marshals immediately, the latter may only stamp
the crew's time card and the time will be entered at
the next regrouping control.

34. SOSIREA TN PROBA SPECIALA

36.2.2 In the case of an accident where urgent medical
attention is required, when possible the red “SOS” sign
should be immediately displayed to the following cars
and to any helicopter attempting to assist.

36.2.3 Any crew which has the red “SOS” sign
displayed to them, or which sees a car which has
suffered a major accident where both crew members
are seen inside the car but are not displaying the red
“SOS” sign, shall immediately and without exception
stop to render assistance. All following cars shall also
stop. The second car at the scene shall proceed to
inform the next radio point. Subsequent cars shall
leave a clear route for emergency vehicles. All crews
stopped by this procedure will be allocated a time.
36.2.4 In the case of an accident where immediate
medical intervention is not required, the “OK” sign
must be clearly shown by a crew member to the
following vehicles and to any helicopter attempting to
assist.

36.2.5 If the crew leaves the vehicle, the “OK” sign
must be displayed so that it is clearly visible to other
crews.

36.2.6 Any crew which is able but fails to comply with
the above rules will be reported to the clerk of the
course.

36.2.7 The road book shall contain a page giving the
accident procedure.

36.2.8 Any crew retiring from a rally must report such
final retirement to the organisers as soon as possible,
save in a case of force majeure. In this case the time
card must be handed in at the next control post or to
the Official from the opening car.

Any crew failing to comply will be subject to a penalty
at the Stewards’ discretion.

36.3 ACCIDENT REPORTING

If a crew is involved in an accident in which a member
of the public sustains physical injury, the driver or co-
driver concerned must remain at the scene and stop
the following car, which must report this to the next
radio point as specified in the road book and signed on
the route. The laws of the country in which the rally is

run must also be complied with in relation to

36.4 RED TRIANGLE

36.4.1 Each competing car must carry a red reflective
triangle which, in the event of the car stopping in a
special stage, must be placed in a conspicuous position
by a member of the crew at least 50 metres before the
car’s position, in order to warn following drivers. Any
crew failing to comply may be subject to a penalty at
the discretion of the Stewards.

36.4.2 This triangle must be placed even if the stopped
car is off the road.

36.5 USE OF RED FLAGS

36.5.1 On passing a displayed red flag, the driver must
immediately reduce speed, maintain this reduced
speed until the end of the special stage, and follow the
instructions of any marshals or intervention car
drivers. Flags will be displayed at all radio points
preceding the incident. Failure to comply with this rule
will entail a penalty at the discretion of the Stewards.

36.5.2 A crew which has been shown the yellow flag
will be allocated a time.

36.6 CHICANES

36.6.1 Organizers must set artificial features (chicanes)
for lowering the speed .in dangerous areas and on
distances where maximum speed is used for a long
time. Chicanes must meet the specifications set out in
Appendix VI.

36.6.2 Moving the barriers or crossing through them
will be sanctioned by the Stewards.

36.6.3 If a chicane barrier was moved from its initial
position thus preventing the oncoming
competitors’passage, the Stewards can grant other
time frame at special stages.

It is permitted to stagger the starting line for
the cars to equalise the length of the stage from the
different starting positions.

37.1.2 The inclusion of a super special stage in the

Cars are subject to parc fermé rules:

38.1.3 From the moment they reach the end of the
competitive element of the rally until the Stewards
have authorised the opening of the parc fermé.

38.2 PERSONNEL ALLOWED IN THE PARC FERME
38.2.1 As soon as they have parked their car in the
parc fermé, the drivers must stop the engine and the
crew must leave the parc fermé. Nobody, except the
officials of the rally carrying out a specific function, is
allowed in the parc fermé.

38.2.2 Crews may enter the parc fermé 10 minutes
before their starting time.

38.3 PUSHING A CAR IN THE PARC FERME

Only the officials on duty and/or the members of the
crew are authorised to push a competing car inside a
parc fermé.

38.4 CAR COVERS

Car covers may not be used.

38.5 TECHNICAL CHECKS

Technical checks may be carried out within the parc
fermé by the scrutineers.

38.6 REPAIRS IN PARC FERME

38.6.1 If the scrutineers consider that the state of a
car has become sufficiently defective that safety might
be affected, with the permission of the FRAS Technical
Delegate / chief scrutineer together with the clerk of
the course and in the presence of a scrutineer the car
may be repaired in the parc fermé. One team member
will be allowed to repair, or exchange FIA-

38.6.3 If the time taken for completion of the above
repairs results in delay beyond the originally scheduled
start time, the crew will be given a new start time
from completion of the repair, the penalty for which is
1 minute per minute or fraction of a minute.

38.6.4 Inside the parks fermé, before the start of the
day, replacement by the crew members with the
means at board of no more than two wheels (only in
cases of flat tyre) may be allowed under the
supervision the marshal or scrutineer. Also starting the
race car is allowed with an auxiliary battery.

38.7 PARC FERME AFTER THE END OF THE RALLY
Tracking system devices and on-board cameras may
be removed in the parc fermé only with the
agreement of the FIA Technical Delegate and under
the control of the marshals.

39. CEREMONIAL START

A ceremonial start may be organised to improve the
promotional and media interest of the rally. The start
interval and order for a ceremonial start are at the
discretion of the organiser. The schedule and the place

of any ceremony must be indicated in the
supplementary regulations. Where a crew in its
competing car is unable to participate in the

ceremonial start, it shall be permitted to start the
remainder of the rally at its allocated start time
provided that the Stewards are notified and subject to
passing the necessary scrutineering checks. The crew
concerned must still attend the ceremonial start
wearing overalls and at their due time.

40. RALLY START

40.1 START AREA

Before the start of the competitive element of the
rally, the organisers may assemble all the competing
cars in a starting area, into which cars must be driven
before the start time as detailed in the supplementary
regulations. The exclusively pecuniary penalties for
late arrival in the starting area shall be specified in the
supplementary regulations. No service is allowed in

the start area.

- Rally 2
* by general ranking we mean the provisory ranking
up to date from the current year. At the first stage the
start order will be made on the basis of the previour
year ranking.
41.4 START ORDER FOR SUBSEQUENT LEGS
The start order for subsequent Legs shall be based on
the classification at the finish of the final special stage
of the previous Leg excluding any super special stage.
From the 10%™ place down cars from 11" to 12" classes
(H group) will be interspersed with 13* class ones (|
group) within the start order.
Priority drivers will submit to the above with the
notice that regardless of their position from the
following leg start or after a repositioning they will
keep the two minutes advantage from the previous
driver.

Any crew which has failed to complete a Leg can re-
start the rally from the start of the next Leg only if
they confirm their intention to the clerk of the course
one hour prior to the publication of the start list of the
subsequent Leg. The competitor must advise the clerk
of the course of the reason for retirement (e.g.
accident, technical problems, etc.) and the intention to
have the car re-scrutineered.

This shall apply to any car which has been not
classified on the grounds of exceeding the time limit or
has failed to report to a control, but shall not apply
where the car has been excluded for breach of
eligibility requirements, traffic infringements or by a
decision of the stewards. In the case of exclusion, the
competitor concerned will be allowed to re-start after
the next overnight regroup. The time penalty will be
applied from the TC at which the competitor
concerned has exceeded the maximum permitted
lateness.

Any crew which has retired from a section on the last
day of the rally will not be classified.

42.2 PENALTIES

For all crews which re-start a time penalty will be
applied. This time penalty will be as follows:

42.2.1 For every stage or super special stage missed: -
- rallies registered in ERT FIA calendar — 7 minutes

- rallies registered only in FRAS calendar — 7 minutes

42.2.2 However, should the first special stage or super
special stage that is missed be:

a) that run as Section 1 when followed by an overnight
regroup before Section 2 or

b) the last stage before an overnight regroup, the
penalty will be :

- rallies registered in ERT FIA calendar — 10 minutes

- rallies registered only in FRAS calendar — 10 minutes
This 10 minute penalty can be applied only once in a
rally.

42.2.3 This time penalty will be added to the fastest
time of the driver’s class greup for each missed stage,
which shall include the special stage or super special
stage on which the crew has retired.

42.2.4 Should retirement occur after the last special
stage or super special stage before an overnight

42. RE-START DUPA ABANDON / RALLY 2 (FOSTUL

However, the car must report to the
overnight regroup prior to the next Leg, no later than
1 hour before the scheduled start of the first car.
42.3.2 Scrutineering of repaired cars

The car must retain its original body shell and engine
block as marked at pre-rally scrutineering. The
competitor must be represented during this re-
scrutineering at a time to be advised by the
scrutineers .

42.3.3 Repairs to start Leg 1/Section 2

For those cars that failed to complete the super
special stage/road section (Section 1 of Leg 1), if
applicable, repairs may be carried out in accordance
with the above-mentioned article and the competitor
may start Section 2 of Leg 1. The competitor will be
deemed to have completed the super special stage /
road section and will not have retired. The
supplementary regulations will specify the time for
those competitors who failed to complete the super
special stage and/or the road section.

44.1.2 The crew, using solely the equipment on board
and with no external physical assistance, may perform
service on the car at any time, other than where this is
specifically prohibited.

44.2 TEAM PERSONNEL & SERVICE RESTRICTIONS
44.2.1 The presence of team personnel or any team
conveyance (including helicopters) is prohibited within
1 kilometre of its competing car except:

- In service parks and in remote service zones (RSZ)

- In refuel zones

- In tyre fitting zones

- For one team member per car in official car wash
areas

- In special stages (from the vyellow sign at the

The speed of competition cars and service vehicles in
the service parks may not exceed 30 kph, or less when
specified in the supplementary regulations. Failure to
comply with this limit shall result in a penalty applied
by the Stewards.

45.5 LAYOUT OF SERVICE PARKS

45.5.1 The organiser must allocate a ‘Service Park
Zone’ (defined by length, width and location) to each
competing team within the service park.

45.5.2 No more than two service vehicles for one
racing car which took the rally start can service
throughout the rally. These vehicles must be identified
by ”service boards” issued by FRAS and placed in the
specified areas. Together with issuing the licenses,
FRAS will distribute SERVICE boards for auxiliary and
technical assistance.

45.5.3 Other vehicles of the team must be identified
through “auxiliary” boards, also issued by FRAS.
“Auxiliary”vehicles may be allowed inside the park
next to service vehicles, if the space is enough. If the
space isn’t enough, the organizers will provide a
parking area for the auxiliary vehicles, next to service
park.

47.2 RUNNING OF
SCHEDULES

47.2.1 For the operation of 45' flexi-servicing, crews
will enter the parc fermé. Should a car be unable to be
restarted and driven under its own power from the
Parc Fermé to the service area before the flexi-service,
the marshals and/or team personnel shall be
permitted to push or tow the car to its dedicated
service bay.

47.2.2 Crews may then either enter the service park or
leave their car in the parc fermé.

47.2.3 The competing car may be driven by an
authorised representative of the competitor only once
from the parc fermé to the service park and vice versa,
respecting all the formalities of time card presentation
and related penalties.

FLEXI-SERVICE AND TIME

47.2.4 The competing car. may be returned to the parc
fermé before the 45 minutes have elapsed without
penalty.

47.2.5 The operational window of flexi-servicing time
is left to the discretion of the organiser but must be
declared on the rally itinerary.

- Allow for the changing of tyres supplied from a
service vehicle and any service as under these RSZ
regulations.

- May be preceded by a 3-minute technical zone
before the entrance time control.

- Incorporate a tyre marking zone after the exit time
control.

- Admit only authorised team personnel, as under
these RSZ regulations, the rally officials and media

with appropriate passes.

48.1 GENERALITATI

These team personnel shall remain the same while the
car is in the zone.

-For teams performing the service for several cars and
for competitors of priority drivers or competitors
running multiple entries, the crew plus up to 4 team
personnel per car. These team personnel may be
exchanged between cars within the zone.

48.2.2 The zones must be scheduled so that the same
team personnel can attend these zones and the
service park when using a provided recommended
route. The replenishment of driver drink containers
shall not be considered as work on a car.

48.2.3 No team personnel other than those permitted
under Art. 48.2.1 may be in the zone.

48.3 ELIGIBLE EQUIPMENT AND TOOLS

48.3.1 Whilst in a remote service zone the following is
permitted:

- The use of jacks, chassis stands, ramps, wheel nut
spanners, torque wrench, hand tools and plain water

- The use of equipment or parts and. tools carried on
board the competing car

- The use of battery-operated tools including any
necessary lighting

- The addition of plain water to the car systems for
which a filling device may be used

- The use of brake bleeding and car cleaning
equipment/material.

48.3.2 Tilts must be used to protect the soil.

48.3.3 It is allowed to use connections through cable
between the car and a computer located in the
remote service park, operated by someone else than
the 4 team members. This person is not allowed to
touch the car or the parts which will be installed.

48.3.4 The fitting of extra lights on or into the car is
permitted at remote service zones. The extra lights,
tyres and the necessary tools to fit them may be
transported to the RSZ in a service car.

48.3.5 Any equipment or parts from the car may be
left in the RSZ and removed after the departure of the

car.

One vehicle pass per competing car will be issued by
the organiser for transport of team personnel and
eligible equipment and tools to the RSZ.

48.5 TYRE FITTING ZONE (TF2)

At each tyre fitting zone:

- No work is allowed within the marked zone other
than for the crew alone to change the wheels, and
only using equipment carried on board the competing
car.

- No team personnel may be present in the zone other
than as allowed by Art. 48.2.1.

- It is compulsory for all cars to pass through the tyre
fitting zone and to stop at the tyre marking zone even
if wheels are not changed.

- A wheel / tyre marking and barcode reading zone at
which each car must stop will be established at the
exit of each tyre fitting zone.

The transportation of the tyres to the TFZ will be
specified in the supplementary regulations of each
rally.

48.6 LIGHT FITTING ZONE (LFZ)

At each light fitting zone:

- No work is allowed within the marked zone other
than for 2 team personnel to fit auxiliary lights, using
hand-held tools and under the supervision of rally
officials at all times.

- The 2 team personnel may enter the zone only after
their respective car has entered the time control and
must leave immediately after the auxiliary lights have
been fitted.

- The extra lights and tools to fix them may be
transported to the zone in a service car.

49.3.2 In the event of a dead heat in a rally, the
competitor who sets the best time on the first special
stage, which is not a super special stage will be
proclaimed the winner. If this is not sufficient, the
times of the second, third, fourth, etc. special stages
shall be taken into consideration.

49.4 FAIR AND IMPARTIAL COVERAGE

The organiser of a rally shall ensure that any broadcast
coverage is fair and impartial and that it does not
misrepresent the results of the rally.

49.5 PROMOTION OF RESULTS

It is prohibited to publish any form of advertising
promoting the result of an individual Leg of a rally.
Competitors may, however, refer in media releases to
“winning” a Leg, provided there is no implication that
the result relates to the entire rally.

53. REFUELLING AND PROCEDURES

53.1 LOCATION

53.1.1 Except as detailed for the change of a fuel tank,
crews may refuel only in the designated refuelling
zones (RZ) or at commercial filling stations on the rally
route designated by the organiser in the
supplementary regulations and in the road book.

The refuel zones may be located at:

- the exit of service parks

- the exit of remote service zones

- other points on the rally itinerary (remote locations
on the rally route).

53.1.2 Any refuel zone shall feature on the itinerary of
the rally and in the road book.

53.1.3 The entry/exit of refuel zones shall be marked
by a blue can or pump symbol except commercial
filling stations.

53. PROCEDURA DE REALIMENTARE

53.1 LOCATIE

53.1.1 Cu exceptia celor specificate referitor la
schimbarea rezervorului de combustibil, echipajele pot
alimenta doar in zonele de alimentare (ZA) prevazute
sau in statiile comerciale de pe traseul raliului indicate
de catre organizator in regulamentul particular sau in
road book.

53.1.5 If there are no filling stations on the route of
the rally, the organiser may arrange for the
distribution of one supply of fuel, in conformity with
Appendix J, to the crews via a centralised system. Such
refuel points must respect all the same safety
conditions as for refuel zones.

53.1.6 A car may be pushed out of the RZ by the crew,
officials and/or the two team members without
incurring a penalty.

53.2 PROCEDURE IN RZ

53.2.1 Only actions inside an RZ directly involved in
the refuelling of the competing vehicle are permitted.

53.2.2 In all RZs, a 5 kph speed limit will apply.

53.2.3 The relevant personnel must be wearing
clothing which will provide adequate protection
against fire.

53.2.4 The fuel supplier or the organiser, whoever is
responsible for running the refuel zone, is responsible
to protect the ground with an Environmental Mat
which shall be composed of an absorbent upper part
and an impermeable lower part.

53.2.5 The responsibility for refuelling is incumbent on
the competitor alone.

53.2.6 Engines must be switched off throughout the
refuelling operation.

53.2.7 It is recommended that the crew remain
outside the car during refuelling; however, should they
remain inside, their safety belts must be unfastened.
53.2.8 Solely for the purpose of assisting with the
refuelling procedure of their car, two team members
of each crew may access the RZ.

53.3 PROCEDURE AT COMMERCIAL FILLING STATIONS

53.3.1 Drivers may use commercially available pump
fuel dispensed from pumps at commercial filling
stations or from organiser distribution points, marked
in the road book. This fuel must be dispensed directly
into the tank of the competing car.

53.3.2 The crew must use solely the equipment on
board and only the pumps with no external physical

assistance.

55. GENERAL
55.1 FOR ALL TYPES OF CARS AND ALL COMPETITORS

55.1.1 COMPLIANCE

All tyres must comply with this article, together with
the Technical Regulations for Historic Competition
Cars.

55.1.2 TREATMENT OF TYRES

Any chemical and/or mechanical treatment of tyres is
prohibited.

Any device for heating the tyres once fitted on the rim
is prohibited.

Whether fitted on rims or not, keeping tyres in an
artificially heated environment below 35°C is allowed.
55.1.3 TYRE QUANTITIES

There is no maximum quantity of tyres for rallies in
CNRI 2018.

55.1.4 DEVICES FOR MAINTAINING FULL TYRE
PERFORMANCE

The use of any device for maintaining the full
performance of the tyre with an internal pressure
equal to or less than atmospheric pressure is
forbidden. The interior of the tyre (the space between
the rim and the internal part of the tyre) must be filled
only with air.

55.1.5 RIMS

Any device designed to clamp the tyre to the rim is not
permitted.

55.1.6 TARMAC TYRE (DRY AND WET)

At all times during the rally, the tread depth of the
tarmac tyres fitted on the car must not be less than
1.6 mm over at least three quarters of the tread
pattern. The tyre manufacturer must provide visible
control marks.

55.2 CONTROL

At any time during the rally, controls may be carried
out to check the conformity of the tyres. Any tyre
which is not in conformity will be marked with a
special stamp and must not be used.

55.3 TYRE MARKING / CONTROL ZONES

A wheel/tyre marking / barcode reading zone may be
established at the exit of the authorised service parks
or remote service zones and at the start of the
shakedown. For the sole purpose of assisting the tyre
marking procedure, one team member for each crew
may access this zone.

The crew has to stop its car and wait for the
instructions of the scrutineers and/or marshal. In the
absence of scrutineers or. marshals, the crew may
leave the zone without stopping. A tyre mark checking
zone may be established at the entrance of the
authorised service parks and remote service zones.

55.4 ROAD SECTIONS

When no Special Stages are involved, non-registered
pattern tyres may be used on road sections.

55.5 TYRE PRESSURE ADJUSTMENT

The adjustment of tyre pressure is permitted:

- When the start of a stage is delayed by more than 10
minutes for any competitor.

- In regroups of more than 10 minutes duration for any
competitor, if followed by a special stage or super
special stage.

55.6 SPARE WHEELS

Cars may carry a maximum of two spare wheels.

Any complete wheel fitted on the car or installed
inside the car during servicing must reach the next
service park or the next service area where a tyre
change is authorised. No complete wheel may be
loaded on or taken off the car elsewhere than in the

service parks or the areas where a tyre change is

55.2 CONTROL

55.6 ROTI DE REZERVA

55.7 TYRE SUPPLIER AT SPECIAL STAGE STOP POINT
The presence of representatives of the FRAS
designated tyre supplier(s) is/are authorised at the
stop point of the special stages. At that point, visual
and temperature checks may be carried out and the
data relating to the company's products collected.

55.8 AVAILABILITY OF TYRES
All tyres used in the Regional Rally Championships
must be readily available commercially.

56. MECHANICAL COMPONENTS

56.1 ENGINE REPLACEMENT

56.1.1 In the case of engine failure between
scrutineering and the first time control, it is permitted
to replace the engine. However, a 5-minute penalty
will be applied by the clerk of the course.

56.1.2 Other than above, the same engine block must
be used from passing scrutineering until the finish of
the rally.

56.2 TURBOCHARGERS

56.2.1 The turbocharger and compressor
hereinafter be referred to as ‘compressor’.
56.2.2 The compressor fitted to the car and one spare
compressor will be checked and sealed with seals
bearing the same number at pre-rally scrutineering.
56.2.3 The compressors will bear the car's number and
be used exclusively on that car.

56.2.4 All used compressors must remain sealed from
pre-rally scrutineering until the end of the rally in
order that scrutineers may check their conformity.
56.2.5 The above rules are also compulsory for all cars
whose compressors are not equipped with an air
restrictor. In this case, the compressors will be marked
only for the purpose of counting them.

56.3 TRANSMISSIONS

An unrestricted number of gearboxes can be used for
each rally car, as well as differential backup sets (front,
center, rear).

56. COMPONENTE MECANICE

56.1 INLOCUIREA MOTORULUI

56.1.1 in cazul in care motorul se defecteazd intre
verificarile tehnice initiale si primul control orar, este
permisa fnlocuirea motorului.

57. ADDITIONAL CAR REQUIREMENTS

57.1 ON-BOARD CAMERAS

57.1.1 If required by the organiser or Championship
Promoter (if applicable), the competition car must
carry an on-board camera or other recording device.

This will be fitted by the organiser or Championship

57. CERINTE SUPLIMENTARE PRIVIND MASINA

57.1 CAMERE ON-BOARD

57.1.1 Daca organizatorul sau  Promotorul
Campionatului (dacd se aplicd) solicita, masinile de
competitie trebuie sa fie echipate cu camere on-board
sau cu alte dispozitive de inregistrare. Acestea vor fi
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Promoter and approved by the scrutineer.

57.1.2 The competitor of any car which carries an on-
board camera must have the prior agreement of the
organiser or Championship Promoter (if any).
Authorised cameras will be identified by an adhesive
decal and must be mounted in the car at the time of
scrutineering. Also, mounting the cameras must be
done before the initial scrutineering. The cameras
must be checked and approved by the scrutineers.

57.1.3 Competitors wishing to use a camera must
inform the officials.

On demand, recordings can be given to FRAS
specialized commissions (Technical Commission,
Competition Commission, Stewards Committee,
Federal Bureau etc.).

57.2 TRACKING SYSTEM

In CNRI 2018, all cars must be fitted with a safety
tracking system. The installation will be checked at
scrutineering. Instructions regarding collection, return
and fitment will be issued by FRAS. Any interference
with the system(s) during the rally will result in the
competitor being reported to the Stewards. Each crew
will pay the fees for GPS rental to FRAS representative
at the Competition’s secretariat cash before taking
the documents. (lei. equivalent. of € 20). Loos or
destruction (including the fixing system) shall be paid
by competitors.

57.3 NOISE LEVEL IN THE SPECIAL STAGES

For safety reasons, on special stages only, the
possibility of bypassing the exhaust silencer is
recommended, provided that the exit of the exhaust
gases is in conformity with Appendix J and, for cars
fitted with a catalytic converter,that the gases
themselves pass through this catalytic converter. At
any time on the road sections, the noise level must be

in conformity with Appendix J.
